BERA Master Class 
Participatory Photography – with a focus on inclusion and exclusion

This Master Class will be most suitable for students and early career academics who would like to use visual methods in their research and development work, and who may wish to incorporate participatory photography into their research methods teaching. This will be a practical, hands-on session.

Learning Objectives 
Participants will be:

· familiar with theories relevant to visual literacy and participatory photography

· able to identify and reflect on the emerging practices related to the use of images in research and development

· able to critically reflect and analyse ethical issues related to participatory photography.

Participants should bring the following, if possible:
· a print or print out of a photograph that ‘says’ something about your life

· a digital camera 
· a laptop with a lead to load photos. 
A small number of cameras will be available for participants who are not able to bring their own. 
Activities
· Diamond 9 – photo elicitation exercise related to learning, participation and/or inclusion/exclusion.

· Photo vignettes

· Short photography exercises – participants will be asked to work in pairs and in groups to take photographs which stimulate thinking about ‘inclusion/exclusion’

During the session participants will be introduced to examples of research and development activities undertaken using participatory photography in the UK, Zambia, Indonesia and various other countries. There will be a strong focus on ethical issues throughout the master class.
This master class will be of particular relevance to the inclusive education SIG.
