Rebecca Boden is Professor of Critical Management at the University of Wales Institute Cardiff. Her primary research interests address the impact of accounting and management regimes on knowledge production and its legitimacy and control. In this context she researches and publishes extensively on the management of higher education. Her current work includes work on employability and the evaluation of research performance (with Dr Maria Nedeva, University of Manchester) and the funding of Danish higher education (with Professor Susan Wright, Danish Pedagogical University). With Debbie Epstein, Rosemary Deem, Fazal Rizvi and Susan Wright she co-edited the World Yearbook of Education 2008: Geographies of Knowledge, Geometries of Power – Framing the future of Higher Education (Routledge 2007).
Debbie Epstein is Professor of Education at Cardiff University School of Social Sciences and is one of the editors of Gender and Education (with Mary Jane Kehily and Emma Renold). Her research is on the shaping of ‘differences that make a difference’ (like sexuality, gender, race/ethnicity) in educational settings and in popular culture. Her most recent book (co-authored with Robert Morrell, Elaine Unterhalter, Deevia Bhana and Relebohile Moletsane) is Toward Equality: Gender in South African Schools During the HIV and AIDS Epidemic (2009, University of KwaZulu Natal Press). She is currently working on an international project funded by the Australian Research Council on Elite Independent Schools in Globalising Contexts: a multi-sited ethnography with Professors Jane Kenway (Monash), Fazal Rizvi (Melbourne/Illinois, Urbana-Champaign), Cameron McCarthy (Illinois, Urbana-Champaign) and Drs Aaron Koh (Hong Kong Institute of Higher Education) and Johanna Fahey (Monash). 
Together with Jane Kenway (Monash), Rebecca and Debbie wrote the Academic’s Support Kit (Sage 2005) which is a ‘mentor in a box’ for early career academics. The Kit has six books covering; getting started on research, building your academic career, networking, research funding, teaching and supervision and writing for publication.  

Adi Bloom is social-affairs correspondent for the Times Educational Supplement, where she has worked for eight years. She writes news articles and magazine features, and has responsibility for covering education-related academic research. Previously, she worked for the London bureau of the Washington Post.
