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This half-day masterclass will run as a participative workshop, grounded upon Deleuzian creative principles of conceptualisation and contextualisation, and will encourage participants to both engage in and critically reflect upon the use of collaborative writing as method of inquiry. The masterclass will involve participants in both offering ideas of what collaborative writing might be and in examining examples of this. The heart of the session will involve participants engaging in collaborative writing and in considering its potential mainly within the context of research and scholarly activity but also in relation to possible applications to pedagogic practice. 

The learning objectives for the masterclass will be that participants will: 
· Gain insight into the relationship between the theoretical writing of Deleuze and collaborative writing as method of inquiry 

· Apply these insights to their scholarly writing practice
· Reflexively critique the use of Deleuze and collaborative writing as method of inquiry within the context of their research, scholarly activity and pedagogic practice.  
It is envisaged that the masterclass would benefit:

· Early career researchers with an interest in using narrative and collaborative approaches to inquiry
· Those interested in poststructural theory in general and Deleuze in particular

· Researchers wishing to develop innovative approaches to their scholarly writing practices

Participation in the masterclass would involve between 5 and 15 people.

Our profiles
In 2008, we successfully completed a joint doctoral dissertation at the University of Bristol that took the form of a collaborative inquiry entitled ‘Between the Two: a Nomadic Inquiry into Collaborative Writing and Subjectivity’. The dissertation won an Honourable Mention in the 2009 Illinois Distinguished Dissertation Award and forms the basis of a forthcoming book published by Cambridge Scholars Publishing.

We are members of a collaborative writing group with three US scholars (Drs Larry Russell, Ronald Pelias and Tami Spry), which has presented its work at the past two annual International Congresses of Qualitative Inquiry at the University of Illinois. For the most recent Congress, we were invited to put together a ‘Spotlight’ session on Deleuze and collaborative writing at the 5th International Congress of Qualitative Inquiry at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign in May 2009, which we undertook with Professor Bronwyn Davies and Dr. Susanne Gannon from the University of Western Sydney. This writing group also continues. 
We are both members, together with two colleagues from the University of Bristol, of an ESCalate-funded project to develop online resources for early career researchers and faculty on collaborative writing. This project will be completed in the Spring of 2010. 
During 2008-9 we ran a twice-termly collaborative writing group at the Centre for Narrative and Transformative Learning at the University of Bristol and we have been invited to run a half-day workshop on Deleuze and collaborative writing at next year’s International Congress of Qualitative inquiry. 
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
